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Pre-UK Entry Clearance 
In April 2007, there was a re-structuring of immigration control for the UK; with the formation of The Border and 

Immigration Agency (BIA) the new executive agency of the Home Office UK. 

 

The Agency assumes the responsibilities of the Immigration and Nationality Directorate (IND) for managing immigration 

control in the UK. 

 

Both the British High Commissions overseas and the new BIA, require stricter quality control of students applying for entry 

clearance to study in the UK. This therefore means you are now required to ‘Pre-register’ as an OTHM student prior to 

attending your visa interview or commencing your journey to the UK (for Port of Entry Clearance).

1. ALL students applying to study OTHM programmes in the UK are now required to complete the OTHM Pre-UK 

Entry Student Registration form (available on the OTHM website www.othm.org.uk).
